4. Correction of arithmetical errors
Provided that a Financial Bid is substantially responsive, the Procuring Entity will carrect arithmetical
errors during evaluation of Financial Bids on the following basis :

whose Bid is accepted, to deliver the entire quantity or when it is considered that the subject matter
or procurement to be procured is of critical and vital nature, in such cases the quantity may be
divided between the Bidder, whose Bid is accepled and the second lowest Bidder or even more
manner at the rates of the Bidder, whose Bid s accepted.
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
