L. Correction of arithmetical errors

Provided that & Financial Bid is substantially responsive, the Procuring Entity will
corrett arithmetical errors during evaluation of Financial Bids on the following basis:

i i there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is obtained
by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total
price shall be corrected, unless in the opinion of the Procuring Entity there is an
obvious misplacement of the decimal point in the unit price, in which case the
totl price as quoted shall govern and the umit price shall be corrected,

i if there is an error in a total coresponding to the addition or subtraction of
sul*wtais. the subtotals shall prevail and the total shall be corrected; and

i if there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words shall
prevail, uniess the amount expressed i words is related to an arithmetic error, in
which case the amount in figures shal! prevail subject to (i) and (i1) above.

if the Bidder that submitted the lowest evaluated Bid does not accept the correction of

errors, jts Bid shall be disqualified and its Bid Security shall be forfeited or its Bid

2. Procuring Entity’s Right to Vary Quantities

3. Dividing quantities amony more than one Bidder at the time of award (In case
of procurement of Goods)

As a genert! rule all the quantities of the subject matter of procurement shall be procured
from the Bidder, whose Bid is accepted. However, when it is considered that the quantity of
the subject matter of procurement to be procured is very large and it may not be in the
capacity of the Bidder, whose Bid is accepted, to deliver the entire quantity or when it is
considered khat the subject matter of procurement to be procured is of critical and vital
nature, in guch cases, the quantity may be divided between the Bidder, whose Bid is
accepted and the second lowest Bidder or even more Bidders in that order, in a fair,
transparent and equitable manner at the rates of the Bidder, whose Bid is accepted,
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
