‘Issue of residence/caste/tribe certificate is under the domain of the State/UT
administration. The Residence /Caste/Tribe Certificate is issued by the concerned
authority of the State Government/Union Territory to prove that the perscn bearing
the Certificate is a resident of the State/Union Territory by which the certificate is

being issued.

2 This issue has -been deliberated at various fora. The Department of School
Education & literacy, Ministry of Human Resources Development has supported the

initiative to prepare and distribute_caste certificate to the students when they are in

Class V.

This issue has also been discussed with the Principal Secretanes of various
State Governments in a meeting chaired by the Minister of State for Personnel
(Public Grievaices & Fensions) on 22.04.2016. Duiing this meeling, a few Stales
have informed that they are already issuing such certificates.

Caste/Tribe/Residence Certificate to SC/ST students

. With a view to ease the difficulies faced by the SC/ST students, it is
proposed that “ Caste or Tribe Certificate” and also the “ Residence” certificate may
be issued to SC/ST students, all over the country, while studying in Class V/Class

In order to remove this difficulty, it has been decided to modify
the instructions issued in letter No. 12025/2/76-SCT.I dated 22.03.1977 and letter No.
12015/11/79-SC&BCD-VIV  dated 29.03.1982 that the prescribed authority of a State
Government/Union Territory Administration may issue the Scheduled Caste/Tribe certificate to a
person who has migrated from another State, on the production of the genuine certificate issued to his
father by the prescribed authority of the State of the father’s origin except where the prescribed
authority feels that detailed enquiry is necessary through the State of origin before issue of the
certificate. The certificate will be issued irrespective of whether the Caste/Tribe in question is
scheduled or not in relation to the State/Union Territory to which the person has migrated. This facility -
does not alter the Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribe status of the person in relation to the one or the
other State. The revised formrof the Scheduled Caste/Tribe certificate has already been circulated with

Sir,
I am directed to say that many instances have come to the notice of this Ministry wherein

certificates of belonging to a particular Scheduled Caste/Tribe have not been issued strictly in
accordance with the principles governing the issue of such certificates. This is presumably due to
inadequate appreciation of the legal position regarding the concept of the term “residence” on the part

" of the authorities empowered to issue such certificates.

7 As required under Articles 341 and 342 of the Constitution, the President has, with respect to
every State and Union Territory and where it is State after consultation with the Governor of the
concerned State, issued orders notifying various Castes and Tribes as Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
ribes in relation to that State of Union Territory from time to time. The inter-state arca restrictions

ia

have been deliberately imposed so that the people belonging to the specific community residing in 2
specific area, which has been assessed to qualify for the Scheduled Caste or Scheduled Tribe status,
only benefit from the facilities provided for them. Since the people belonging to the same caste but
living in different State/Union Territories may not necessarily suffer from the same disabilities, it i
possible that two persons belonging to the same caste but residing in different States /U.Ts may not'
Loth be treated to belong 1o Scheduled Caste/Tribe or vice-versd. Thus the residence of a particular

person in a particular locality assumes a special significance. This fesidence has not @ be understood
tes the permanent residence ofa

in the literal or ordinary sense of the word. On the other hand it conno
person on the date of the notification of the Presidertial Order scheduling his caste/tribe in relation to

that locality. Thus a person who is temporarily away from his permanent place of abode at the time of
the notification of the Presidential Order applicablc in his case, say, for example, to cam a living or
seek education, etc., can also be regarded as a Scheduled Caste or 2 Scheduled Tribe, as the case may

be, if his caste/tribe has been specified in that Order in relation to his State/UT. But he carnot be treated
as such in relation to the place of his temporary residence otwithstanding the fact that the name of his

caste/tribe has been scheduled in respect of that area in any Presidential Order.

3. It is to ensure the veracity of this permanent residence of a person and that of the caste/tribe 1o

which he claims to belong that the Government of India has made a special provision in the proforma

prescribed for the issue of such certificate. In order that the certificates are issued to the deserving
and if need be,

persons it is necessary that proper verification based pfimarily on revenue records
through reliable enquiries, 1S made before such certificates are issued. AS it is only the Revenue

Authorities who, besides having access 0 celevan? revenue records are in a position to make reliadle

enquirics, Government of India insists upon the production of certificates from such authonties only.
n order to be competent 10 issue such ceruifcates, hLerofore, the authorty mentioned in the
Government of India {Department of Personnet and Administrative Reforms) letter No. 13/2/73-B5t
(SCT), dated the 5th August, 1975, {copy enclased) shouid be the one concerned with the locaiity in
lying for the certificate and his piace of permanen! abode at the time of the
notification of the relevant Presidential Order Thus, the Revenue Authority of one District would not
be competent to 1SSU€ such a certificate 10 respect of persons belonging to apother district.
